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Children had a whale of a time
learning about the letter W! We
discovered that "wow," "water," and
"waterslide" all start with the /w/

sound during our phonics lesson. To |
kick off the day, the children
joyfully sang the ‘Incy Wincy
Spider’ song. Connecting to our
previous “environment-friendly"
theme, we repurposed plastic water
bottles, cutting them in half to create
mini waterslides. The activity
combined phonics and science as
children experimented with angles
and water flow. They had a blast
washing down the Incy Wincy
Spider using the waterslide, racing
to see which student could push their
toy spider into the drain first. It was
a wonderful, wet, and educational
day filled with learning and
creativity!
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
